
 

PARADE INSTRUCTIONS AND PROCEDURE  
 
PARADE RULES 

- Drivers must drive the cars at all times. No mechanics.  
- Helmets are advised but not mandatory  
- ALL cars must be in conformity with the Graphical Charter and its Appendix 1 
- No team assistance vehicles may join the parade 
- No quads in the parade  
- No scooters in the parade 

 
Note that there will be two tow trucks and three fire cars in case of any issues.  
 
Only racing cars and accompanying cars with specific parade numbered stickers will be allowed to 
take part. All other cars will need to go to Spa by their own means, outside of the convoy.  

 
START GT3 CARS 
Remember that it is mandatory for all GT3 teams to participate in the parade with all of their cars. 
 
17.30 : All cars outside the garage at 45 degrees 
18.00 : Start 
18:30 : Autograph Session in Spa City Centre & Sign On on stage on Place Royale  
18:40 – 19:50: Sign On on stage Place Royale according to the dedicated slot reserved for each car   
20:15:  Briefing CrowdStrike 24 Hours of Spa at Le Petit Théâtre in the Casino de Spa in Spa city 
centre 
20:45:  Drivers to return to their cars 
21:00:  Parade leaves the city centre to return to the circuit  
 
Race Control Team Radios must be switched on. LIGHTS ON !!!  
Cars will be called by brand as per the order below on the Race Control radio. Any cars that miss 
their slot will be placed at the back of the parade. 
 
Once called, cars should exit the pits and complete one lap of the circuit at a moderate speed (not 
exceeding 90 kph). Note there will be works on the track at Bus Stop.  
Cars will then line up on the F1 straight. 
 
When instructed, cars should leave the circuit via La Source and follow the police escort. 

 
START SUPPORT RACES 
Remember that it is mandatory for all GT4 European teams to participate in the parade with all of 
their cars. McLaren Trophy and Lamborghini selected cars are also authorised to take part in the 
parade.  
 
17.30:  All Cars Pre-Grid Eau Rouge 
18.00:  Start 
18:45:  Briefing GT4 European Series powered by Rafa Racing Series at Le Petit Theatre in the Casino 
de Spa in Spa city centre 



 

19:30:  Briefing McLaren Trophy at Le Petit Theatre in Spa city centre 
20:45:  Drivers to return to their cars 
21:00:  Parade leaves the city centre to return to the circuit  
 
Race Control Team Radios must be switched on. LIGHTS ON !!!  
 
Cars exit via Eau Rouge and complete one lap of the circuit at a moderate speed (not exceeding 90 
kph). Note there will be works on the track at Bus Stop.  
They will then line up on the F1 straight. 
When instructed, cars should leave the circuit via La Source and follow a police escort. 
 

ORDER OF THE PARADE WHEN LEAVING THE CIRCUIT  
Note that the cars will be organised by brand, including all categories represented (GT3, GT4, 
Lamborghini Super Trofeo, McLaren Trophy) in the following order:

- Audi  
- Boutsen VDS  
- BMW  
- Lamborghini  
- McLaren  
- Rafa Racing Club  
- Mercedes 
- Porsche  
- Toyota  
- Camaro  
- Alpine  
- Aston Martin  

 
SECURITY 
A very large number of spectators are anticipated along the entirety of the route. As such, safety is 
of the highest priority. Drivers should pay close attention at all times. There is to be strictly no 
overtaking and cars must maintain a limit of 90 kph throughout. 
In between each brand there will be a leading car which must be followed to Spa town. It is 
forbidden to have any other cars within the parade. 

 
SPA TOWN 
Following the arrival in Spa town centre, please follow the instructions of the SRO team on-site. They 
will direct cars to their parking spaces. Please park as quickly as possible. 
Once all cars are in place there will be an autograph session in the town. Selected drivers will also be 
requested to attend interviews on the podium. 
 
GT4 EUROPEAN SERIES POWERED BY RAFA RACING CLUB & MCLAREN DRIVERS’ BRIEFING SIGN ON 
– MANDATORY  
ALL drivers must sign the briefing sign-on sheets. Please arrive in plenty of time to Le Petit Theatre to 
sign on at the entrance.  



 

 
 
GT4 EUROPEAN SERIES POWERED BY RAFA RACING CLUB DRIVERS’ BRIEFING 
The drivers' briefing will take place at 18:45. At 20:45 everyone should head back to their cars and 
await instructions from the SRO team to depart Spa. 
Due to the time, visibility will be decreasing during the return journey. There will still be public along 
the roads, so once again please pay very close attention and maintain a moderate speed.

CROWDSTRIKE 24 HOURS OF SPA DRIVERS’ BRIEFING SIGN ON – MANDATORY  
ALL drivers must sign the briefing sign on sheets. This will take place at Place Royale on the main 
stage in the city centre.  
 
Please note, there will be a competition for a member of public to win a copy of the sign-on briefing 
sheets, as well as two event posters.  
Please ensure your drivers use their Autograph signatures and not their personal signatures.  
You will be sent a Teams timetable. Please ensure you arrive at the stage with your drivers at the 
given time. It is mandatory to sign the briefing sign on sheet and your drivers may be called to 
interview on stage.  
 
DRIVERS’ AUTOGRAPH SESSION  
The drivers autograph session will take place between 18:30 – 20:00 around your cars.  
 
CROWDSTRIKE 24 HOURS OF SPA DRIVERS’ BRIEFING 
The drivers' briefing will take place at 20:15. At 20:45 everyone should head back to their cars and 
await instructions from the SRO team to depart Spa. 
 
ALL SERIES PARADE RETURN 
Due to the time, visibility will be decreasing during the return journey. There will still be public along 
the roads, so once again please pay very close attention and maintain a moderate speed.
